A dentist office voice (ADOV) - ???

A dentist (AD) – Hopefully, Bob.
Sets:


A man’s home, interior and exterior 

Sidewalk, residential

Sidewalk, busy

Crosswalk


Sidewalk, in front of cemetery


Dentist waiting room


Dentist office

Action and Dialogue:

Scene: A man’s home, interior

AM is putting on his coat. He is clearly disheveled and unhappy. He looks at his watch. It is no longer working. He taps it repeatedly and then the phone rings. He looks at the phone with panic in his eyes. 
Scene: A man’s home, exterior
He rushes out of the house and into the front yard, stopping halfway down the walkway. The phone is still ringing in the background. The street in front of his house is quiet and unremarkable.

He looks around, the panic in his eyes decreasing a tad. He takes a step forward almost crushes a snail. He breathes a sign of relief and moves his foot dramatically over the snail.

A car goes by and he flinches.
Scene: Sidewalk, residential
He begins walking down the sidewalk, looking down, carefully avoiding any bugs that might be scooting by. His hands are gripped on the lapels of his coat and drawn together as if he was very cold. 

A dog barks from across the street and he dives into the bushes of a house. He peeks out and sees AWAHD walking away. He gets up and continues his trek on the sidewalk. Another car goes by and he shakes his fist at it.

Scene: Sidewalk, busy

He rounds a corner onto a busier street. He’s walking as close to the inside part of the sidewalk as possible. Panic is replaced by a steady and focused fear on his face. He repeatedly flinches with each passing car, with every dog barking and every other neighborhood noise. 

Scene: Crosswalk

He comes to a crosswalk. The walking light flashes and he hurries across the road. He takes a step forward onto the curb and CRACK! He steps on a snail, crushing the shell. He whimpers and staggers back into the street. His vision is starting to give way to a fainting spell. He doesn’t realize that he’s staggered back into the street until a car screeches to a halt and lays on the horn. 

He is beside himself with fear. Spittle flies from his mouth as he gasps for air. 
AMIAC leans out of the window. He is smoking a pipe and looks very 50’s professional. 

AMIAC: My good man, are you okay enough to make way for my automobile. I have important business to attend to! 

AM’s gasp turns into a hoarse, repetitive yelp. He shambles back to the sidewalk and continues this yelp.
AMIAC (driving around the corner): Make way for PROGRESS!

AM begins running down the sidewalk, yelping as he runs.
Scene: Sidewalk, in front of cemetery

Worn out, AM stops and pants like a tuckered dog. He is shaking and crying and lost. He rubs his eyes clear and we see that he is in front of a cemetery. This is just too much for him. He flings forward down the sidewalk, waiving his arms around and yelling the words “die, death, dead, dying, died”. 
Scene: Dentist waiting room

AM is sitting in a waiting room. He is sweaty and breathy and destroyed. He is muttering the words still, but now quietly to himself. AWITDO is sitting next to him. She appears to be dead.
ADOV: Mr. Graves, the dentist is ready to see you now.
He looks at AWITDO and slowly gets up.

Scene: Dentist office
AM is now in a dentist chair, a bib around his neck is splattered with blood. His mouth is agape and AD’s hands are visible in the shot. There is a gob of flesh on the end of the scraping tool.
AD: You know, you really should floss. You don’t want to loose your teeth, do you?

AM starts laughing at AD. As the laughter gets louder and more psychotic, chunks of flesh and blood fly out of his mouth. 
Flash to the credits, the laughter still in the background.

Cut back to Dentist office. AM and AD are both laughing hysterically now.

Flash back to the credits, laughter still going.

Cut back to Dentist office. AM and AD’s heads are replaced by skulls that are laughing.
The end.
